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Board Expectations for LWVIL Phonathon

All board members are asked to assist with the LWVIL annual phonathon.  This event is the single largest source of donated income from members and comprises a significant portion of our income budgeted for both the IL and Ed Fund budgets.  Because of this, we need every board member involved to make sure the phonathon is a success.

Every board member is asked to do the following:

1) Make a personal financial contribution to the phonathon at the level that you are capable of giving.

2) Attend a minimum of one phonathon calling event and participate as requested in making phonathon calls from home to downstate League members or other members not usually reached.  If you wish to make calls on behalf of your local League you may do so, but you must do at least one calling event specifically on behalf of the state League.  It is likely that you will be asked to assist in a particular role, such as serving as a trainer or facilitator.  Should your geographic location or other logistical issues make it impossible to attend a calling event, the Development Chair should be consulted to determine the best ways to contribute.  

3) Make calls personally to high-level donors assigned to you by the Executive Director.  Make notes on these conversations and report on the results of the calls.

4) Work proactively to promote the phonathon to local Leagues--encourage participation as a way for Leagues to make money and increase/enhance their contact and relationships with their local members.  If your League members will not participate as callers, promote members' response to the mailing and calls and be prepared to tell them why it's important to give to League at the state level.  If you feel uncertain about how to speak to that issue, be sure to attend the board meeting prior to the phonathon for a training session and discussion of talking points.
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
